Rugby Bio of Stuart H. Leckie, OBE, JP
Stuart Leckie hails from Scotland and first played rugby at age 12 for Hutchesons’ School in Glasgow.  Being short sighted he was immediately placed in the front row as loose-head prop from which position he never escaped.  In fact whilst a teenager rugby took second place to swimming, as Stuart was a talented swimmer and represented Scotland from the age of 15.  In 1965 he held the British record for the 200m Individual Medley.

After moving to London he played first team rugby for Ruislip.  Later Stuart re-located to Liverpool where he played for Caldy and was voted player of the year at age 34.

Stuart moved to Hong Kong in 1979, and played First Division rugby for Hong Kong Football Club for 8 seasons.  Then for a further 10 years he played in the Second Division to complete 40 years playing rugby, including over 200 games for Football Club.  One of the highlights of his rugby career was in 1996 when he played half of the Taipan’s match when he himself was the Taipan.
Stuart became involved in rugby administration and was Director for Youth Rugby from 1990 to 1992.  He was elected Chairman of the HKRU from 1992 to 1996 – this was during the time of the challenge of re-building the Stadium.

Stuart continues to take a strong interest in Hong Kong rugby and is Chairman of HKRU’s investment committee, with the objective of protecting and enhancing the Union’s assets.
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
